The Council on Assessment (CoA) is pleased to announce a call for UCSB Assessment Grant Proposals. 
Rolling Deadlines

For the 2016-17 academic year, due dates for proposals are:
· November 14, 2016

· March 13, 2017

· May 15, 2017
Purpose and Eligibility

This grant program will provide funds to support departments in their PLO assessment activities. Proposals may be submitted to continue assessment projects previously funded through the grant program. All Senate faculty are eligible to apply. 
Funds

Funds will be available the quarter following the submission of your application. Funding requests up to $5,000 will be considered. All funds must be used for assessment-related activities, such as:

· Payment for readers to evaluate student work samples

· Incentives for student participation in assessment activities

· Expenses for a department workshop on assessment
· Purchase or licensing of a commercially available assessment instrument

· Payment for workshops or training 

Please note that no equipment may be purchased with these funds, nor may they be used for faculty stipends.

Selection Criteria
Selection will be based on need, faculty involvement, and strength of proposal. The goal is to provide funding for as many departments as possible. Priority will be given to departments who have assessment plans approved by the CoA. Recipients will be notified within six weeks of their submission.

Reporting
All grant recipients will be provided a template for reporting. Reports will be due annually until funds are exhausted, on the following schedule:
